VIOLATION AND ENFORCEMENT POLICY
FOR
THE RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR MOTORIZED VEHICLE
OPERATION, SAFETY AND USE OF ROADS IN THE DOMINION
PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT :

The policy has been established for the health, safety, security, and well being of all
residents of The Dominion Planned Unit Development and their guests, licensess, and.
invitees, It is the hope of the Association that “THE RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR
MOTORIZED VEHICLE OPERATION, SAFRETY AND USE OF ROADS” (hereinafter
“Vehicle Rules & Regulations™) that are being implemented by the Board, will receive
voluntary compliance. However the Board realizes there may be a number of residents,
guests, visitors, licensees, and/or invitees who will not comply with the Vehicle Rules &

Regulations.

THEREFORE, the Board of Directots has established, approved and will implement this
policy as permitted in the BYLAWS OF THE DOMINION HOMEOWNERS

ASSOCIATION INC, which provides in part:

SECTION VII
POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 7.1 Powers; The Board of Directors shall have the power to:

(a.) “adopt and publish rules and regulations governing the use of the conmmon
area and facilities, and the personal conduct of the members and their guests

thereon, and to establish penalties for the infraction thereof:”

ARTICLE I
BEINITIONS

1. Association shall mean The Dominion Homeowners Association Inc.,, the

now or hereafter sitnated anywhere within The Dominion Planned Unit

Security shall mean any company ot persons the Board may hire to
perform security for the Association,

Transmitter shall mean the Transmitters used to automatically open the
Residents gates.

Sugpended Transmitter shall mean any Transmitior which is turned off for
Violations which ate in excess of the Limits,

Iraffic Control Devices shall mean Speed Limit signs, Stoj) signs, Yield
signs, One Way signs, and other signs, signals, markings, or devices as
defined by §541.304 of the Texas Transportation Code.

Unauthorized Motorized Vehicles shall mean all unlicensed motorized
vehicles including but not limited to: all-terrain vehicles, scooters, skate

boards etc. Golf carts are not considered an unauthorized motorized
vehicle. '

Yiolation shall mean a Class A, Class B, or Class C Violation as described
herein even if a Violation Notice is not deliversd in person to the violator

or if the Violation Notice is not signed by the Violator.

Violation Notice shall mean a written notice delivered in person or by mail
in accordance with the terms of these policies which advises a violator that
they have violated the Vehicle Rules & Regulations or Rules, Regulation
and Restrictions for The Dominion.

Violator shall mean anyone who violates any of the “RULES AND
REGULATIONS FOR MOTORIZED VEHICLE OPERATIONS,
SAFETY AND USE OF ROADS for The Dominion Planned Unit
Development.

TRANSMITTER ISSTJANCE POLICY
QCTQBER 2010

The Dominion Homeowners Association, a Texas non-profit corporation (the
“Association”) Is organized for the purpose of administering and opesating the homeowner's
assoclation for The Dominion, Remote access gate tranamitters for owners’ Ingress and epross
to and from The Dominlon via an electronic gate are available for purchase under the following
conditions:

1) Transmifters are a privilege and NOT A RIGHT. The Assoclation reserves the right to
revoke ot de-activate any transmitter pureusnt to this policy, any other Rules,
regulations and/or policies of the Association and/or on such other grotnds as deamed
appropriate by the Board of Directors of the Association,

2) Only property owners of record or those who rent from them (pursuant to a wrltten
lease) are authorized to purchase a tranamitter, Property owners may also purchase
transmitters for other family tembers living with them.

3) Proof of ownership ot lease will be tequired.

4) Transmitters may be purchased, issued, and installed at the Associatlon office during
normal business houss, unless prior arrangements have been made.

B) Transmittors must be attached to the vehicle windshield where it must remain at all
fimes,

6) Hand held tranamitters are not allowad,

7) 'The issuance of a transmitter will be for a one (1) year period only, and will be renewed
for an additional one (1) year period, and year to year thereaftes, based upon the sole
discretion of the Association,

Upaon the purchase of 2 new vehicle, the owner shall bring the sold or traded vehicle to the
Assoclation offlce to have the tranamitter removed from the old vehicle and reinstalled in the
new vehicle.

An owner shall report the loss or theft of a transmitter immediately to the Homeowners
Assoclation so that it may be deactivated to avold unauthorized entry into The Dominion,

Any excaptions to the above policy must be requested in writing and directed to the
Asgsoclatlon and submitted to Association's office. Please note that any and all approved
exceptions must be resubmitied for approval in writing to the Assoclation on an annual basis,
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
